Congratulations Linda & Nash!!!
A recap of Linda & Nash's run from Linda herself.......
He was very excited to go at the line. We did the first 4 jumps and started into a pinwheel. I remember thinking, "am I supposed to move in here and front cross" ... for a split second I was unsure of my next handling move ... this slowed him down a bit. Then I remembered ... "no, I'm supposed to front cross when I get in the box" ... then we were fine and going good again. I did my clap clap clap thing to hopefully get him engaged again ... it worked. Another front cross at the end of the 2nd pinwheel, then immediately front cross the next jump and pull to the weaves. He made his entrance and I needed to go straight ahead of him ... clap clap clap "getit getit getit getit getit getit, good boy, getit getit getit getit getit getit ....." The last 6 obstacles were weaves, jump to the tunnel, out of the tunnel past the tunnel entrance to off-set jump, jump, tripple. I remember saying tunnel, tunnel, tunnel as soon as he cleared the weaves. He dove in and I planted myself to wait for him to come out. I remember exhaling heavily ... had I been breathing all along ? :) I yelled "Nash" when his nose appeared" ... I almost took off too soon, but held my spot long enough for him to get jump 17 and then we took off for the triple. The clock needed to say 38.000 or less ... I looked up and it read 35 something. I grabbed Nash and we jumped up and down ... I think he jumped vertically higher than my head. I went to the triple to grab the bar. Nash back jumped the triple. We took off for the back corner of the ring ... he grabbed for my hand once or twice and was kind of a bucking horse eating up all the applause. I slowed down when we neared the corner back at the triple again ... he side jumped one near me ... then stayed close while I put the bar back.
